Reading Objectives for Unit

· The student will be able to defend answers and information based on quotations taken from their readings about World War 2. 

· The student will be able to accurately read the novel, Number the Stars, and use reading strategies and knowledge about World War 2 in order to explain the connection between the book and the war. Students will have a choice on how to explain the connection. 

Writing Objectives for Unit

· The student will be able to quote accurate information from books ad notes in order to summarize the war in an essay.

· The student will be able to collect research in order to write an informed argument either for or against an event that occurred during the war. 

On Going Reading

Students will be working in small groups in order to read and discuss the novel. Number the Stars. Students will read at a minimum of four chapters a week in order to finish in the three week time span. Students will rotate literature circle roles and keep track with their work in their individual reading folders. Students will also have comprehension questions to answer at the end of each chapter in order to check for understanding. Students will discuss and defend their answers. Students will take mini quizzes as they work their way through the book. One quiz will be online at, http://www.sparknotes.com/lit/numberthestars/quiz.html, one quiz will be on the smart board using clickers, a few quizzes will be on paper, and the final test will be on Accelerated reader. Students will also be divided into groups in order to complete final projects on the book. One group will complete an accelerated webquest that is a grade level about and can be found at, http://numberthestarsproject.weebly.com/. Another group will complete an easier webquest located at, http://www.bgsu.edu/colleges/library/crc/webquest/number%20the%20stars/Homepage.html. The final group will create and design a game involving questions and vocabulary from the story. They must include all of the important reading strategies and parts in order to check for understanding. 
Lesson 1:  Where do we Start?

Student Objective: 

· See reading and writing objectives for unit, plus:

· The student will be able to correctly identify the countries involved in World War 2 and their leaders by creating a game, flip chart, or study guide. 

Class Whole Group Activities:

Students have already been introduced to World War 2 and the atomic bomb listening to “Would you Drop It” on Educationalrap.com. Students had to make a quick decision on rather or not they would choose to drop the atomic bomb and why. Students will be able to change their opinion as the unit goes along. Today we will focus on the where portion of the unit. We will focus on what portions of the world this war was fought and who led each of those countries. We will look at each section of the map and read the commentary that goes along with it. Students will hold small group and turn and talk discussions in order to develop a stronger understanding of what is going on in each section of the map. As a class we will make a list of the different powers (allied, axis, and neutral). We will discuss the differences in both sides. Students will take notes as they feel they need to, there is not a set amount or way to take notes. 
Small group or individual activities:

Students will use books, notes from interactive maps, partners, and any other material in order to complete a color coded map. Once the students have picked three colors they will color code their map in order to show the axis, allies, and neutral powers during the war. The students will then complete a project on identifying the leaders of each major country. Students could create a game board, a matching game, a poster, or another approved activity. In order to receive full credit they must include a completed map, have a leader for each of the important countries (Japan, Italy, Germany, USA, Soviet Union, and Great Britain). Students must have all of these aspects in one project. 
Lesson 2:

Student Objective: 

· See reading and writing objectives for unit, plus:

· Students will be able to identify the role of rationing, Rosie the Riveter, and the Tuskegee Airmen by manipulating a number of computer activities correctly. Students will then be able to take their new knowledge and create a poster explaining the importance of these three factors in the war. 
Class Whole Group Activity
We will review which countries fought on which side of the war. We will also look at the difference in countries between world war one and world war two. I will ask if anyone has ever heard of Rosie the Riveter or the Tuskegee Airmen. After we have had a small discussion on the two (without revealing too much information) I will then see who remembers what rationing is from World War 1 and what was its purpose during the war. I will then draw our triangle chart for note taking on the board. We will discuss what notes go on each section of the triangle. (top 1 summary fact, middle, 2important  facts about the movie in the middle, and 3 interesting facts in the bottom half. Students will create two of these one for Rosie the Riveter and one for Tuskegee Airmen.

Small group and/or individual work

Students will choose one of the topics from the discussion today and create a project to describe their involvement in the war. The students can create a poster, they can create a powerpoint on the computer, or they can create a comic strip on http://www.readwritethink.org/parent-afterschool-resources/games-tools/comic-creator-a-30237.html. Students will be graded based on the facts included in the project. 
Once students finish their project they can get a computer and work on activities about world war2. The first activity will be on rationing and it can be located at

Lesson 3: Would you Drop It?
Student Objective:


· See reading and writing objectives for unit, plus:

· The student will be able to evaluate why the atomic bombs were dropped, write an argument stating their opinion on the decision made by the president and argue a case on why it was or wasn’t necessary. 
· Students will choose a position to take and research the topic. This will allow students to be able to discuss topics and ways to fix the problems without hurting others. 

Students will work in reading groups in order to read the book Number the Stars. (This will take at minimum two weeks) Once the students have completed the activities that go along with the novel, they will begin completing the webquest. In the webquest the group must decide who is going to complete which section under the webquest. While the groups are working on the webquest they must also communicate with each other in order to assure that all students are doing their part and that they agree on the progress.

Lesson 4: Foot Steps Through Time
Student Objective: 

· See reading and writing objectives for unit, plus:

· The student will be able to create a timeline using correct dates and events involved during World War 2.
Class Whole Group Activity
As a class we will review everything that we have covered. We will have a large discussion about the events or the war, the book, and how they compare. The students will complete multiple activities in a group of four. The first thing that each student will be responsible for is creating a timeline of the important events that have been covered during this time period. I am going to require students to include certain events, but am going to leave it up to them how they choose to incorporate events from the novel. They have two choices in creating the timeline portion, they can write/draw it or they can create an online version at http://www.readwritethink.org/files/resources/interactives/timeline/ or http://www.timetoast.com/.
Once the time line is finished the group will then select a topic that they enjoyed learning about during the unit. They will be able to choose whether they would like to make a book or make a powerpoint. The book can be created at http://www.scribblitt.com/login/. Students must show an understanding of World War 2 and the important people and events in their projects. Students will be given a rubric and check list to follow when completing the activities. Students will also grade each other at the end of the project in order to grade their group members on their participation.
